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Nearing the 100-year mark to the date when they were first
launched, comic books or simply comics - as they're called in
many places - have retained the imagination of young minds
and those who are young at heart alike.

ne thing is certain, their appeal
ths not only increased over

the years, it has also widened
and reached many more people than
just the youngsters. This could be
attributed to the onslaught of comic
book movies, series and video games
that have dominated mainstream
entertainment outlets for more than a
decade.

It's hard to believe that this very specific
art form was first developed in the early
1930’s and that its key elements such
as panels, balloons (speech bubbles),
text (lines), and characters would
remain unscathed almost a century
later. Of course, the superhero genre
has played a huge role in establishing
the popularity of the comics, with
early fan favorites such as Flash, the
Fantastic Four and many other DC and
Marvel Comics characters that helped
this art form consolidate itself with the
mainstream public.

Having established that, perhaps the
single most important character that
came along and captivated readers
from all over the world was the man of
steel himself; of course, we're talking
about Superman, or as the earthlings
know him, Clark Kent, the name given
to his alter-ego. It was Superman’s
struggle with his own superpowers
and his role on this earth, trying to fitin
with the regular crowd, while not even

requiring a costume or gadgets to put
his superpowers to use what made
him so likeable in everyone's eyes and
led him to become the early front-
runner as far as popularity among
comic-book characters. That's why his
character was the very first one that
was turned into a movie feature back
in 1978 and still remains very popular,
although due to better developed
movies, some other characters have
dethroned him in mass appeal.

Nowadays, comics don't depend
on one single character to remain
relevant, and the superhero genre is
not the only one that dominates the
market. Successful TV. shows such
as “The Walking Dead” have been
developed and become pop culture
phenomena while dominating the
ratings because they already had
established an audience that was
familiar with the plot and the material
being presented.

No matter whatthe genreis, whetherit's
comedy, drama, mystery, horror, etc,,
comic books have firmly established
themselves as an important part of
pop culture and one that has created
some of the most memorable literary
charactersthatcan be instantaneously
recognized by everyone around the
globe.

Some
less famous superheroes were invented in this
period, and comics were regular features of
newspaper strips.

Superhero comic books published between 1930
and 1949 (approximately) are Golden Age comics.
This is when characters like Superman, Batman
and Captain America were first created. Typically,
the stories have changed quite a lot since these
early days, both in terms of personality and types
of adventures.The main audience for these comic
books were children.

Superhero comic books published
between 1950 and 1969 Q@
(approximately) are Silver Age comics.
Characters like Spider-Man, the
X-Men and the Flash were created at
this point in time. Stories from this
period are generally considered silly
and insubstantial by modern readers.

Some
social issues were tackled in this era's
books, more often by Marvel.

Satires
of superhero comics started being produced
and the industry tried to become edgier.

1.Peanuts is an American comic strip written and
illustrated by Charles M. Schulz that ran from October
2nd, 1950, to February 13th, 2000, and continuing in
reruns afterwards. It focuses entirely on a social circle
of young children, where adults exist but are never seen
and rarely heard. The main character, Charlie Brown, is
meek, nervous, and lacks self-confidence. He is unable to
fly a kite, win a baseball game, or kick a football held by
his irascible friend Lucy, who always pulls it away at the
last instant.

2.The X-Men #1. The X-Men are a team
of fictional mutant superheroes appearing
in American comic books published by
Marvel Comics. Created by artist/co-
writer Jack Kirby and writer Stan Lee, the
characters first appeared in The X-Men
#1 (September, 1963) and formed one

of the most recognizable and successful
franchises of Marvel Comics, appearing in
numerous books, television shows, films, and
video games.

3.Sensation Comics #1 features the first
appearance of Wonder Woman, a fictional
superheroine appearing in American comic
books published by DC Comics. She first
appeared in All Star Comics #8 in October,
1941, with her first feature in Sensation
Comics #1 in January, 1942. In her
homeland, the island nation of Themyscira,
her official title is Princess Diana of
Themyscira. When blending into the society
outside of her homeland, she sometimes
adopts her civilian identity Diana Prince. It
was created by the American psychologist
and writer William Moulton Marston (pen
name: Charles Moulton), and artist Harry G.
Peter.

4.Tales from the Crypt #20. It actually
debuted at issue #20 in November, 1950,
as the previous 19 issues were titled Crime
Patrol and then The Crypt of Terror. Tales
from the Crypt was an enormous hit for
E.C. Comics and presented some of the
very best horror fiction of the era and
influenced novelists, filmmakers, and, of
course, other comic book publishers. The
title became a victim of its success as
political pressure forced E.C. out of the
market except for its humor book: MAD.




5. Action Comics #1 features the first appearance
of Superman. It was created by Jerry Siegel and

Joe Shuster. It is the birth of the superhero and
undeniably the most influential comic book in history.
Superman is not the first costumed hero. The Phantom
came out 2 years previously in 1936 but Superman is
the first superhero with powers and abilities beyond
mortal men.

6. Detective Comics #27 features the first
appearance of Batman. It was created by artist Bob
Kane and writer Bill Finger, and debuted in the 27th
issue of the comic book Detective Comics on March
30th, 1939. In the DC Universe continuity, Batman is
the alias of Bruce Wayne, a wealthy American playboy,
philanthropist, and owner of Wayne Enterprises based
in Gotham City.

7. Amazing Fantasy #15 features the first

appearance of Spider-Man, a fictional superhero
created by writer-editor Stan Lee and writer-artist
Steve Ditko. In the stories, Spider-Man is the alias

of Peter Parker, an orphan raised by his Aunt May and
Uncle Ben in New York City after his parents Richard
and Mary Parker died in a plane crash. It was published
on August 1st, 1962.

8. Whiz Comics #2, features the first appearance
of Captain Marvel also known as Shazam. Artist C. C.
Beck and writer Bill Parker created the character

in 1939. Captain Marvel first appeared in February
1940, published by Fawcett Comics. He is the alter
ego of Billy Batson, a boy who, by speaking the

magic word "SHAZAM!" (acronym of six “immortal
elders”: Solomon, Hercules, Atlas, Zeus, Achilles, and
Mercury), can transform himself into a costumed
adult with the powers of superhuman strength, speed,
flight and other abilities.

9. Garfield is an American comic strip
created by Jim Davis. Originally published
locally as Jon in 1976, then in nationwide
syndication from 1978 as Garfield, it
chronicles the life of the title character,
Garfield the cat; Jon Arbuckle, his human
owner; and Odie, the dog. Common themes
in the strip include Garfield's laziness,
obsessive eating, love of coffee and
lasagna, disdain of Mondays, and diets.
Garfield is also shown to manipulate people
to get whatever he wants.

10. Watchmen is an American comic
book maxiseries by the British creative
team of writer Alan Moore, artist Dave
Gibbons and colorist John Higgins. It was
published by DC Comics in 1986 and 1987,
and collected in a single volume edition

in 1987. Watchmen depicts an alternate
history in which superheroes emerged in
the 1940s and 1960s and their presence
changed history so that the United States
won the Vietnam War and the Watergate
scandal was never exposed.

11. Popeye was created by Elzie Segar a
cartoonist who wrote the strip Thimble
Theatre in the late teens and early
twenties. On January 17th, 1929, Popeye
made his first appearance in the strip.
His first words, a reply fo the question,
"Are you a sailor?" were "Ja think I'm a
cowboy!”

12. Archie, also known as Archie Comics,
is a comic book series featuring the
Archie Comics character Archie Andrews.
The character first appeared in Pep
Comics #22 (cover dated December,
1941). Archie proved to be popular enough
to warrant his own self-titled comic book
series which began publication in the
winter of 1942 and ran until June, 2015.
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2. Chilean comic book that features an anthropomorphic 1 American comic writer, co-creator of famous
condor who lives in a fictitious town named Pelotillehue. characters including Spiderman and Thor.

3. Fictional super villain, main antagonist in the last Justice 4. Fictional superhero who wears a mechanical suit with
League movie. weapons and other technological advances.

8. Teenager, part of the Umbrella Academy, portrayed by  s. Fictional superhero who can fly and whose alter-ego is
Aidan Gallagher in the Netflix adaptation series. Clark Kent.

9. American TV series in 1990 starring John Wesley Shipp 6. Fictional city best known as the home of Batman.
as Barry Allen. 7 Marvel Comics' character who was bitten by a

radioactive spider.
